Canvas & Zoom

Thank you for registering for this online course! You will only need a computer with a high-speed internet
connection to participate, as well as a means of photographing your artwork to upload -- a cell phone camera
will suffice.

PAFA utilizes Canvas as their online learning platform and Zoom for video conferencing. Canvas allows you to
view course content (video, images, text), upload homework assignments for instructor feedback, and
communicate both with the instructor one-on-one and with other students via message boards.

We ask that you please take advantage of the Canvas
and Zoom tutorials before the course begins. Basic training sessions for Canvas and Zoom will be made
available at the start of the course as well.
